Nakajima Ki-27 (Nate) - Hasegawa 1/48 " scale

History

The Nakajima Ki-27 Type 97 fighter (Allied code name “Nate”) was first
produced in 1938 to replace the Japanese Army’s biplane fighters.
The design was chosen over the Kawasaki Ki-28 and the Mitsubishi Ki-
33, based on the Ki-27’'s exceptional maneuverability, even though it
was the slowest of the three prototypes. The experienced Japanese
pilots were used to highly agile biplanes, and preferred agility over
speed. These pilots were also used to open cockpits, and many
removed the sliding hood portion of the canopy to increase visibility.
The Ki-27's combat debut was March 1938 in China. The type was
replaced by the Ki-43 Hayabusa starting in June 1941. Nearly 3,400 of
the type were produced until 1942. Ki-27's were used by training

schools in Japan during WWII, and were pressed into service as
Kamikaze suicide bombers near the end of the war.

The Kit

| used an older kit picked up at a swap meet, but it is still currently
available from Hasegawa with different markings. | am told the kit was
first produced by Mania in the late 70’s. Regardless of the kit's age, it
is still very good, with engraved panel lines and thousands of recessed
rivets. The tail surfaces are nice and thin, and the trailing edges of the
wings do not appear too thick. The engine is nicely detailed, but there
is no firewall between it and the cockpit (more on this later). Options
include two types of canopies (both closed), external fuel tanks, flare
tubes, and a top wing- mounted generator (?).

The cockpit is somewhat detailed, but if you use the kit's “closed
canopy and paint the interior the authentic dark blue color, you can't
see much in the cockpit anyways. The canopy is a little thick, but
usable. It does have decent sidewall, seat and controls detail, but the
instrument panel has no details, just empty circles. The floor is
detailed to look like the top of the wing, but it is too narrow and leaves
big gaps on the sides. | only used a couple of the kit decals, but they
appeared similar to other Hasegawa decals, and were a hair out of
register.

Construction

The fit is generally very good, with only a small amount of filler needed
in a couple spots. The canopy did not fit well onto the fuselage, and
needed some fairing in. The two-piece cowling needed a little shaping
to match the fuselage. The engine is supposed to be attached to the
cowl ring by the cylinder heads, but the placement is pretty vague. |
referred to Ki-27 photos, and decided the front of the crankcase should
be flush with the front of the cowling. The kit has nothing between the
engine and the rudder pedals in the cockpit. There is a lip on the
fuselage directly in front of the cockpit, so | cut an oval disk from
styrene and glued it in place to make a firewall. Not only did this give
me a surface to mount the engine, but it sealed off the cockpit to keep
out debris and paint spray from getting up into the closed canopy that
would have to be attached before painting because of the filling
needed to fair it in.

The wing root to fuselage joint required only a litle MR Surfacer to fill
the small seam. The underside back wing to fuselage joint needed a
little filler. There were a few holes for the optional fuel tanks that |
plugged with styrene rod and sanded flush, being careful not to ruin the
rivet detail. On the places | did wipe out the rivets from sanding, |
pressed a shallow hole using a sharp point to restore them. Previously
| had used a small drill bit, but | found embossing a rivet with the point
is faster and looks better.

Instead of gluing the wheels into the fixed landing gear fairings during
assembly, | found it easier to glue the fairings together sans-wheels,
and cut the wheel in half and install only the bottom half of the wheel
(the only part you can see) after painting was finished.

Painting and Decals

At first | thought some of the colors called for in the instructions were
incorrect, but research revealed the cockpit interior was indeed a dark
Navy blue. The colors specified by the instructions are correct,
including the Imperial Japanese Army gray for the overall exterior,
which is has a greenish tint. The box art has the greenish tint, but the
photo of the finished kit on the box sides and the painting guide looks
to be painted light gray with no green tint, which is incorrect.

The decals included with the kit are for 2 interesting schemes, but |
wanted to depict a Ki-27 from the 50th Sentai, which had a red
lightning bolt running off the tail onto the fuselage. The aircraft | chose
was shot down near Rangoon in early 1941 by the Flying Tigers. |
painted the white and blue fuselage bands first, then the overall 1JA
Gray. | then masked the lightning bolts, which runs on top of the
bands. | first sprayed a light coat of primer to cover the bands so they
would not show through, and then painted the red. Kit decals were
used for some of the small stencils, and | used Aeromaster Hinomarus,
which took repeated applications of Solvaset to get them down into the
rivets.

| chose not to weather the aircraft after looking at dozens of wartime
Ki-27 photos on the ‘Net. | could not find a single picture of a dirty
Nate, all were clean and their paint was in good shape. Now if you
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wanted to model a late war Kamikaze, you could probably go nuts with
the weathering.

Conclusion

This is a nice kit to build out of the box (with the added firewall), and
could be made up to par with newer kits with the addition of an open
vacuform canopy and a cockpit detail set.

Club Members’ Biography

The next volunteer to share with us some personal history is Jim Fry.
Jim has been active in the club for a quite while, and has done some
very interesting things in his career. Here is his story:

Larry has asked me to write a short bio about my life. Somehow short
and 68 years doesn’t seem compatible, but here goes anyway.

| was born in El Dorado, Kansas in 1936. El Dorado is only 30 miles
from Wichita, which then at least, was the “Air Capital of the World".
Boeing, Beech, Cessha, Culver, and several smaller aircraft
manufacturers all had factories there. From this environment came my
long standing interest in aircraft.

My first airplane ride was in a Beechcraft Staggerwing. My fare was a
penny a pound for a charity. | also got a ride in a Piper J 3 Cub, sitting
on my Dad’s lap in the back seat. My father and I built flying models,
both free flight and U control. | remember an Albatross D V and a
Cleveland Ryan Fireball. | also built almost all of Monogram’'s
SPEEDY BUILT wood and plastic kits, covering the ceiling of my bed
room.

After the usual kid stuff | joined the Navy (ours!) in 1955. In Boot
Camp | had the opportunity to test for flight training and was
successful, reporting to NAS Pensacola in March 1955. | flew SNJs’
and T-28s’ at Pensacola. Moving to Corpus Christi and Kingsville,
Texas for advanced training, | flew T-28s’, TV 2s’, and F9F 2s’ and 5s'.
I got my wings in October 1956 and headed to NAS North Island for
my first duty station with FAWTUPAC, the west coast all weather
training unit. There | flew F3D 2T2s’ and the F4D 1, Skyray.
FAWTUPAC became VF (AW) 3 and was assigned to the USAF Air
Defense Command to cover the south western US coast. A Navy
squadron in the Air Force, interesting! Our job was to be airborne
within five minutes after a klaxon horn blasted us from a sound sleep.
It was fun and we chased B 47s’ and F 89 Scorpions and F 102s’
chased us.

My military flying came to a halt in 1960 when my eyes started to let
me down. | was transferred to NAS Lakehurst, New Jersey and was
assigned to the NATF Sl which tested catapults and arresting gear.
This was interesting work as we tested new equipment and aircraft.

I left the Navy in 1963 and joined General Motors International, starting
at the 1964 Worlds’ Fair in NYC. For the next 32 years | lived, worked,
and traveled all over the world. | made homes in Brazil, Australia,
South Africa, Germany and Israel. | traveled regularly to the Middle
East and Asia. This travel allowed me to see many different air
museums, shows and | continued building models in every location.
Sometimes | had to use a transformer to run the compressor | bought
in the early 70’s at the original Squadron Shop on John R in Detroit. It
is still running BTW.

| also found time to father five children and even help raise them, at
least sometime.

I am now reasonably settled down in Waddell with my wife Corinne,
our four horses and three dogs. My modeling is at a slow pace now
but | hope to step work up soon. Some of you have seen my
workroom and | need to put it to good use.
